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There are five possible responses, husband always (H), husband sometimes (h), both together
(B), wife always (W), and wife sometimes (w). Please complete by placing checks in the proper
columns.

You will of course have to discuss the items together in order to decide in which column the
checks should be placed. In some cases you may use both (h) and (w), meaning that you both
sometimes perform the duty but not generally together.

When it is finished, you get an overall view of how all the duties are performed. A heavy
concentration of checks in one column or another may suggest that someone is carrying an
overload while someone else is getting off lightly! This might suggest a rearrangement of duties
which would be more equitable.

The value of the exercise lies in the discussion it will get started between you, and any new
decisions you may make in consequence.
